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LACNIC ORDINARY MEMBER ASSEMBLY MINUTES 
 
The Ordinary Member Assembly of the Internet Addresses Registry for Latin America and 
the Caribbean (LACNIC) met on 27 May 2026 at 16:00. 
 
As an absolute majority of LACNIC members were not present in the room, quorum was not 
met at the initially scheduled time. Consequently, the Assembly was postponed until the 
second summons at 16:30 and formally began at 16:37. 
 
As recorded in the Assembly Attendance Records (which include a detailed list of the 
members present), 189 members representing a total of 545 votes were initially in 
attendance (additional members joined the Assembly later, increasing the total number of 
members to 202 and the total number of votes to 587) for the discussion of agenda items. 
Thus, the quorum required by the Bylaws for the second summons was met and the 
Assembly was convened. 
 
It is noted that Fiscal Commission members Aristóteles Dantas Gaudêncio, Hernán 
Arcidiacono, and Adriana Ibarra were also present, as were Electoral Commission members 
Ignacio Ribeiro, Andrés Gallego, María José Lugo, and Nancy Julia Cordova Gamarra. 
 
It is also noted that the present Assembly was summoned by the Board of Directors during a 
meeting held on 24 March 2026; that, pursuant to Article 15 of the organization's Bylaws, 
members were notified of the summons 30 days in advance, on 27 April 2026; and that, as 
required by the Bylaws, the annual report, general balance sheet, inventory, statement of 
expenses and resources, and Fiscal Commission Report were made available to members 
at least 15 days prior to the date of the Assembly, on 12 May 2026. 
 
Once the Ordinary Member Assembly was legally constituted, the following meeting agenda 
included in the summons was discussed: 
 

1. Appointment of an Assembly President and Secretary 
 

2. Consideration and approval of the annual report, general balance sheet, inventory, 
statement of expenses and resources, External Auditors' report and Fiscal 
Commission's report for the fiscal year ended 31st December 2025 

 
3. Appointment of two members to sign the minutes 

 
1. Appointment of an Assembly President and Secretary 
 
As Esteban Lescano and Carmen Denis, President and Deputy Secretary of the Board of 
Directors, respectively, were present, in accordance with Article 16 of the Bylaws, they were 
required to serve as Chairman and Secretary of the Assembly (the Deputy Secretary 
pursuant to the provisions of Article 31). 
 
Accordingly, Esteban Lescano (President of the Board of Directors) and Carmen Denis 
(Secretary of the Board of Directors) were appointed President and Secretary of the 
Assembly, respectively. 
 
2. Consideration and approval of the annual report, general balance sheet, inventory, 



statement of expenses and resources, External Auditors' report and Fiscal 
Commission's report for the fiscal year ended 31st December 2025 
 
Esteban Lescano, President of the Board, presented a summary of the activities of the 
Board. Electoral Commission members Ignacio Ribeiro, Andrés Gallego, María José Lugo, 
and Nancy Julia Cordova Gamarra, then presented a summary of the Commission’s work. 
Executive Director Ernesto Majó presented a summary of LACNIC’s activities during 2025. 
This was followed by a presentation from LACNIC Treasurer Gabriel Adonaylo and Head of 
Administration and Finance Carina García. Finally, Fiscal Commission members Aristóteles 
Dantas, Hernán Archidiácono, and Adriana Ibarra presented their report on the 
Commission’s oversight functions. 
 
The annual report, general balance sheet, inventory, statement of expenses and resources, 
External Auditors’ Report, and Fiscal Commission Report as of 31 December 2025 were 
submitted for consideration and approved by majority vote (511 votes for, 30 abstentions, 
and 50 votes not cast). 
 
3. Appointment of two members to sign the minutes 
 
The Assembly approved, by majority vote, the appointment of Basilio Rodríguez Pérez of 
BCMG INTERNET LTDA and Pablo Cuello of ANTEL to sign the minutes (495 votes for, 30 
abstentions, and 50 votes not cast).
